Answer one (not both) of the following questions:
1. Thomas Pogge outlines the Purely Domestic Poverty Thesis (PDPT) in his chapter in the Chatterjee book.  Pogge, in contrast to the PDPT, locates the causes of poverty in part at the international level.  Which view strikes you as more persuasive, and what are the ethical implications of your choice?
2. Rawls extends participation in the international original positions only to liberal peoples and decent hierarchies, but no further.  Thomas Pogge and I both criticize this limitation.  I argue specifically that outlaw states and burdened societies can and should be represented.  Where would you draw the line and why?
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
