Questions:

1. In the film “Paying the Price,” can the harms suffered by Iraq’s civilian population be attributed to international relations?  If so, how?  Based on Walzer’s discussion of Iraq in Arguing about War, how would he treat these harms?
2. In his discussions of supreme emergency and humanitarian intervention, Walzer paints a picture of community and its value.  How does Walzer view community?
3. Why is democracy important to international relations?  Does the importance of democracy justify insisting on democratic governance as Kok-Chor Tan and Martha Nussbaum do?

4. What does Rawls mean by the original position?  What information do parties at the international level have in the original position?  Is this a suitable way to choose principles of international justice and, in particular, is the veil of ignorance too thin?
