Please answer three (3) of the following questions.  If you answer more than three, I will grade only the first three.  You are free to consult and rely on course notes, textbooks, and assigned readings.  You are not expected or required to do outside research for purposes of your exam but you will need to draw on your research for your paper/group project.  You may also discuss the questions with your classmates, but the exam you submit must be your own work.

Your exam is due at our scheduled exam time on Thursday May 11, 2006 at 2:30.  During our scheduled time, we will meet to watch “Rabbit Proof Fence” in KC203.  Dr. Eckert will bring the popcorn.
Questions:
1. What conditions after World War II were most pertinent to the emergence of indigenous rights movements?  What organization(s) contributed the most to these movements?

2. Does the group that you researched fit the definition of an internal colony?  Why or why not?  Why does this matter?
3. How has your group engaged with the international economy and/or civil society?  What has been the impact of the international system on your group?

4. Drawing on the readings and class discussions (in particular the Awas Tingni v. Nicaragua case that we covered), to what extent can international human rights norms address the claims of indigenous peoples?

5. What are the strengths and weaknesses of the Draft Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples?  You may address the document itself as well as broader considerations about the international system.
Extra credit question:

Identify the World War II leader who made the following statement:

I do not agree that a dog in a manger has the final right to the manger even though he may have lain there for a very long time. I do not admit that right. I do not admit for instance that a great wrong has been done to the Red Indians of America or the black people of Australia. I do not admit that a wrong has been done to people by the fact that a stronger race, a higher-grade race, a more worldly wise race to put it that way, has come in and taken their place.

In one or two sentences, what did he mean by this statement?
