Please answer three (3) of the following questions.  If you answer more than three, I will grade only the first three.  You are free to consult and rely on course notes, textbooks, and assigned readings.  You are not expected or required to do outside research for purposes of your exam but if you would like to, you may draw on your research for your paper/group project.  You may also discuss the questions with your classmates, but the exam you submit must be your own work.

Your exam is due by the beginning of class on Thursday March 30, 2006.  

Questions:

1. We have looked at several accounts of European conquest.  What were the conditions that drove European conquest of the “New World?”  In your view, which was most important and why?
2. Drawing on Keal, what is the purpose of international law?  What role did the law play in dispossessing indigenous peoples?
3. What are the implications of post-internationalism for the political opportunity model?

4. Imagine that Chief Deskaheh is today pursuing claims on behalf of the Iroquois Confederacy against Canada.  Based on what we have covered, would you recommend his pursuing them at the state or international level or some combination of the two?
5. Recall Barsh’s account of the relationship between indigenous peoples’ values and the human rights regime.  Reconstruct an alternative conception of human rights based on indigenous peoples’ experiences and values.
